


Check in Time is 3:00 P.M.  Check out Time is 1:00 P.M. Late check out may be available for a fee.  (Must contact office.) Sites must be cleaned up before check- out.
Our Right to Charge Your Credit or Debit Card. You are and remain personally liable to pay the total amount of your reservation and Add-on(s) charges prior to your scheduled check-in date, or at such earlier date communicated to you, and all other amounts owed under these Terms and Conditions or the Agreement of which they are a part. If you fail to pay the total due, you agree that the Park may charge any remaining balance (including any damage or indemnity charges or other amounts owed under these Terms and Conditions or the Agreement of which they are part) to any credit or debit card on file with your reservation. Long term monthly stays agree to have their monthly payment automatically charged to Credit Card on file for both the next monthly fee plus the previous month’s electric fee.  Guest is responsible for the full payment of their reservation, whether they arrive late or leave early.
Gate Keys, up to 2 gate keys are available.  Gate Key is needed for pool access and entrance gate.  Gate Keys not returned at the time of check out are subject to a $25.00 fee per key, which will be charged to the credit card used at the time of check in.
Only one RV per site is permitted.  Ground tents are not allowed.  Clotheslines, dishwashers, garbage disposals, washing machines, clothes dryers and 220v electric stoves are not allowed to be used if your camper is equipped.
Renters are required to maintain their site in a presentable condition. 
Do not flush personal wipes, baby wipes, diapers and feminine products in the toilets.  Our lift- pumps cannot handle them and will clog the septic system.  Single ply toilet paper is the best.
Fireworks (including sparklers) and firearms are prohibited.  Violators will be fined and could be removed from the park with no refund of paid fees. 
Speed Limit for all vehicles in the campground is 8 MPH. Pedestrians have the right of way.
Quiet hours extend from 11:00 P.M. – 8:30 A.M.
Any obnoxious, combative, intoxicated or unruly behavior brought to the attention of Security or Management will result in immediate termination and removal of renters without refund of any paid fees or deposit.
Vehicles, including golf carts, must be parked on the paved area of the site.  Your camper pass must always be hung from the rear-view mirror and be visible.  Such vehicles may be driven only from the campground entrance to the site and back.  No parking is allowed along roads within the campground or on vacant sites.  Your guests’ cars must be parked outside the campground, or at the parking lot at the front of the campground, and have a Visitor Pass clearly viable. 


	
Weather Alert Warning Procedures Monitor all alerts on Phone, radio, TV, and Livingston County, County Siren, Tornado Warning. The front gates will be locked open. Although the park has no certified shelter – we recommend using the following, the Store, maintenance garage below pavilion, and all bathhouses. Stay in these facilities until given all clear from Security/ Maintenance.

Unattended Children
For the safety and well-being of all children and guests, unattended children are not permitted anywhere within the campground property. Parents and guardians are responsible for supervising their children at all times, including at campsites, playgrounds, restrooms, roads, waterfronts, and recreational areas. This policy is in place to help prevent accidents, injuries, and unsafe situations. Children found without proper supervision may be escorted back to their campsite, and repeated violations may result in further action by campground management. We appreciate your cooperation in helping us maintain a safe, enjoyable, and family-friendly environment for everyone.
Do not trespass on other sites.  All Occupied or, not are private memberships.
Swim at your own risk as we have no lifeguards on duty.  Children under 12 must be accompanied by an adult while at the pool.  Security will not provide entrance to the pool.
Pets, Lake Chemung Outdoor Resort, Inc. has zero tolerance for aggressive dogs.  All pets must be registered with the office. Lake Chemung Outdoor Resort, Inc., has the right to ask the owner and animal to leave the property immediately without refund, paid fees or deposit. Upon entering our park with an aggressive dog, pet owner assumes and will be held liable for any incident or injury that may occur while on LOCRI property. Pet owners are responsible for immediate cleanup and control of noise level. Pets must be on a leash no longer than 6 feet and under control of a responsible adult when outside of the RV or unit. Pets are not allowed at the beach or the pool area, other than accessing a boat. In the case of service animals, LOCRI will gladly follow ADA guidelines.
Dumpsters and Recycle Bins are provided at the front of the park by overflow parking area.  Garbage pick-up for renters begins each day at 3:00 P.M. Do not place trash outside before 3 P.M. Place all garbage and trash in plastic bags at the front of the site.  Do not leave garbage out overnight.  
Campfires and cooking fires must be in approved containers and must always be attended:  Fires must be extinguished before leaving the site.
Boats must be launched from public access on Hughes Rd.  No Beaching of watercraft (Boats or jet skis) is allowed.  Kayaks, canoes or paddle boards may not be left on shore overnight.  You must notify the campground office if you plan to bring a boat to the park and supply the MC number.  Inquire at the park store, or office about other rules concerning boats.  Violations can result in a fine.  Boats or trailers may not be parked on the rental sites for more than 14 days.
Golf Carts, Renters bringing a golf cart must notify the campground office before it is brought into the park.  PROOF OF LIABILITY INSURANCE ON THE GOLF CART IS REQUIRED. All vehicles and bicycles must have working front lights and rear reflectors. Failure to supply proof of liability insurance will result in the termination of the rental agreement and renter(s) agreement and renters(s) will be required to vacant the campground with no refund of rental fees.
